1.304.5 Decision-Making Determination Considerations: The approving authority shall review the
proposed Zoning Amendment in the interest of public health and safety, as well as the public convenience,
comfort, prosperity, or general welfare, as applicable, by considering the following factors:

(A)Is the proposed amendment consistent with the purposes and intent of this Zoning Code?

(B) Does the proposed amendment deviate from the suggestions of the Warren County Comprehensive
Plan?

(C) Is the proposed amendment justified because of changed or changing conditions of the surrounding
area since the time the current zoning designation for the property was established, and has
assumptions on, capital investments, road locations, population trends, land committed to
development, density, use, or other elements changed to justify the amendment?

(D) Is the proposed zoning compatible with the present zoning, nearby uses, and the character of the
surrounding area?

(E) Is the site suitable for the uses to which it has been restricted, or does the current zoning deprive the
site of all economically viable uses?

(F) How long has the property remained vacant as zoned and is it zoned different from an adjacent
properties?

(G) Are there available sites elsewhere in the County that are already zoned for the proposed use?

(H) Are public central sanitary sewer, stormwater facilities, roads and other public facilities available and
do they have adequate capacity to serve allowable uses?

(I) Will approval of this amendment result in existing land uses, parcels, or structures becoming non-
conforming or somehow result in conflict with any provision, restriction, or requirement of this code?
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
