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DISCUSSIONS

Barry Sullivan, Zoning Department, was present for the site plan review application of I-71 Self
Storage in Washington Township.

Mr. Sullivan explained the request to construction a building to be utilized as a teen center/night
club in one section and electronics sales center in the other portion. He stated that the building
would also be utilized for storage. He then stated concerns that the EPA has relative to run off.

Mr. McKenny, property owner, explained his request.
Representatives from the University of Cincinnati, adjacent property owners, were present with
questions and concerns and requested the Board to continue the site plan review in order to have

time to get answers to the questions.

e His request to change the summer sanitary sewer adjustment.

capacity without being lot specific.

e His desire to change the amount of deposit required for rental property from $60.00 to
$90.00.

e The need for a public hearing to begin the process of increasing the water and sanitary sewer
tap-in fees.

On motion, upon unanimous call of the roll, the Board entered into executive session at 11:20
a.m. to discuss personnel matters pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22 (G)(1) and
exited at 1:30 p.m.
