The second public hearing to consider amendments to policies and procedures within the Warren

County Building Department was convened this 20" day of December 2005, in the
Commissioners’ Meeting Room.

The Board reviewed the purpose of the proposed amendments.

There was no one present to speak in favor of or in opposition to the proposed amendments.

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PUBLIC HEARING
CONSIDER VACATION OF A PORTION OF COUNTRY BROOK COURT
IN CLEARCREEK TOWNSHIP

The Board met this 20" day of December 2005 to consider the vacation of a portion of Country
Brook Court in Clearcreek Township.

Commissioner South acknowledged that the Board viewed the portion of roadway being
considered for vacation on November 1, 2005.

Commissioner South read an e-mail relative to an objection to the vacation of the roadway by
Linda Hay, proposed property owner.

Bob Abernathy, developer of the subdivision, stated he has spoken to Mrs. Hay and presented a
quit claim deed from Mrs. Hay for her portion of the property once the vacation is approved.

Neil Tunison, County Engineer, spoke in favor of the vacation.
Upon further discussion, the Board resolved (Resolution #05-2004) to approve the vacation of a

portion of Country Brook Court in Clearcreek Township subject to the reservation of easement
for public utilities purposes.

Abbott Thayer, Peck Shaffer & Williams, was present to present final legislation for the
residential incentive district relative to The Greens of Bunnell Hill in Clearcreek Township.

Upon discussion, the Board resolved (Resolution #05-2005) to declare, to be public purpose,
certain public improvements which are necessary for the further development of certain parcels
within the County, authorizing the execution of a Tax Incentive Agreement and establishing a
Redevelopment Tax Equivalent Fund.
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The Board questioned Bruce McGary, Chief Deputy Prosecutor, relative to what authority a
private developer has to create a private sewer project without the Board of Commissioner
approval.

Mr. McGary reviewed several scenarios and case history and stated he will get back to the Board
with specific answers.

Barry Sullivan, Zoning Supervisor, was present for the site plan review application of Heritage
Baptist Church in Turtlecreek Township.

Mr. Sullivan stated that the church desires to construct an addition for a nursery, sanctuary, and
classrooms along with additional parking. He reviewed the comments from other departments
and elected officials and stated his recommendation to approve the site plan review subject to six
conditions.

Rick Pancier, Utica Road resident, stated his concern relative to the existing driveway location.

Upon discussion, the Board stated they would send a letter to the Ohio Department of
Transportation requesting approval of a right in/right out access off State Route 42.

Upon further discussion, the Board resolved (Resolution #05-2006) to approve the site plan
review application subject to certain conditions.

Representatives from the Humane Association of Warren County, Inc. were present for a work
session to discuss financial matters relative to the Animal Shelter.

Upon motion the meeting was adjourned.
