GENERAL INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS 
 

1. Receipt and Opening of Bids: The Warren County Board of Commissioners (herein 
referred to as “Owner”), invites bids on the form attached hereto, all blanks of which must be 
appropriately filled in. Bids will be received by the Owner at the Office of the Warren County 
Board of Commissioners until 11:00 AM, Thursday, March 2, 2023, and then at said office 
publicly opened and read aloud. The envelopes containing the bids must be sealed, addressed to 
Warren County Board of Commissioners at 406 Justice Drive, Lebanon, Ohio 45036, and shall 
be clearly marked as follows:

11:00 AM, Thursday, March 2, 2023 

 
The Owner may consider informal any bid not prepared and submitted in accordance with the 
provisions hereof and may waive any informalities or reject any and all bids. Any bid may be 
withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for the opening of bids or authorized postponement 
thereof. Any bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered. No bidder may 
withdraw a bid within 60 days after the actual date of opening thereof. 
 
2. Description of Project: The project generally consists of improvements to the Dick’s 
Creek Lift Station in Franklin Township. Improvements include replacement of submersible pumps, 
piping modifications, electrical and instrumentation upgrades, HVAC improvements, new carport, 
and roof replacement 
 
3. Construction Cost: The Engineer’s opinion of probable construction cost for the base bid 
work is $1,800,000. 

 
4. Project Funding/Financing: The project shall be financed to the Contractor only through 
the Owner’s reserved funds.  

 
5. Time of Completion and Liquidated Damages: The Bidder hereby agrees that the 
Contract Time shall commence on the date stipulated in the Notice to Proceed which will be issued 
by the Owner within 14 days of contract execution and to complete the work in accordance with 
the terms as stated in the Contract, and in accordance with the following schedule milestones: 

Substantial Completion:  270 540 Days from Notice to Proceed 

Final Completion: 365 630 Days from Notice to Proceed  

Any delays in substantial completion of the work that are within the control of the Contractor, their 
Subcontractor, or Supplier shall be subject to liquidated damages in the sum of $200.00 for each 
consecutive calendar day that the project extends beyond the substantial completion deadline. See 
the General Conditions and Supplemental Conditions for the definition and requirements of 
substantial completion.  
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6. Bid Documents: Bid documents, including terms, general conditions, supplemental 
conditions, drawings, addenda, and other information are available online, free of charge, at the 
Warren County’s Website at https://www.co.warren.oh.us/Commissioners/Bids/Default.aspx. No 
planholder list will be maintained by the Owner. All Addenda will be posted on the website and 
shall not be mailed to bidders.  
 
7. Addenda and Interpretations: No interpretations of the meaning of the plans, 
specifications, or other pre-bid documents will be made to any bidder orally. Every request for 
such interpretation must be in writing to Chris Wojnicz at Christopher.Wojnicz@co.warren.oh.us 
To be given consideration all questions must be received by 5:00 pm on Thursday February 23, 
2023. All such interpretations and any supplemental instructions will be in the form of written 
addenda to the specifications which, if issued, will be posted on the Warren County 
Commissioners’ website https://www.co.warren.oh.us/Commissioners/Bids/Default.aspx, no later 
than five days prior to the date fixed for opening of bids. Failure of any bidder to monitor the 
website and download any such addendum or interpretations shall not relieve such bidder from 
any obligation under his/her bid as submitted. All addenda so issued shall become part of the 
contract documents. Bidders shall be responsible for checking the website prior to submitting their 
bid. 
 
8. Power of Attorney:  Attorneys-in-fact who sign bid bonds or contract bonds must file with 
each bond a certified and effectively dated copy of their power of attorney. 
 
9. Required Forms: Each bid must be submitted on the forms contained in the Contract 
Documents herein. All blank spaces for bid prices must be completed, in ink or typewritten, in 
both words and figures, and the foregoing certifications must be fully completed and executed 
when submitted. Each Bidder shall complete and submit the following forms with his/her bid:

10. Modification or Withdraw of Bid: Bids may be modified or withdrawn by any 
appropriate document duly executed (in the manner that a bid must be executed) and delivered to 
the place where bids are to be submitted at any time prior to the opening of bids. 

After opening, a Bidder may withdraw their bid from consideration if the price bid was 
substantially lower than the other bids, provided the bid was submitted in good faith and the reason 
for the price being substantially lower was a clerical mistake as opposed to a judgment mistake 
and was actually due to an unintentional omission of a substantial quantity of work, labor or 
material made directly in the compilation of the bid. Request to withdraw such bid must be made 
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in writing and filed with the Owner within two business days after the opening of bids and prior 
to the acceptance thereof.  
 
11. Method of Award: The Owner may reject all bids or may award the contract on the base 
bid or on the base bid combined with additions or deductible alternates, to the lowest and best 
bidder, as produces a net amount which is within the available funds.  

To determine lowest and best bidder, the price of the bid will be given equal weight against the 
totality of the following factors: 1.) the bidder’s information provided in the Section 00 50 10 
Experience Statement which shall be used to judge responsibility, experience, skill, financial 
standing, feedback from references or prior clients—which may include Owner; 2.) the Section 00 
10 30 Exception Sheet; 3.) availability, proximity, and familiarity to job site. 

If the total price received from the lowest and best bidder exceeds the amount of funds available 
to finance the contract, the Owner may: 

a. Reject all bids: 

b. Augment the funds available in the amount sufficient to enable award to the lowest and 
best bidder or bidders; 

c. Reduce the scope of the work by eliminated certain items of work to produce a total bid 
which is within the available funds; 

d. Reduce the scope of work by reducing the quantities of certain items of work to produce a 
total bid which is within the available funds; 

e. Reduce the scope of work by a combination of adjustments as outlined in “c” and “d” above 
to produce a total bid which is within available funds.  

f. The Owner may reject all bids or may award the contract on the base bid or on the base bid 
combined with additions or deductible alternative as produces a net amount which is within 
the available funds.  

g. The Owner may consider informal and may reject any bid not prepared and submitted in 
accordance with the provisions hereof. The Owner reserves the right to reject all bids, to 
waive any informalities or irregularities in the bids received, and to accept any bid which 
is deemed lowest and best. 

 
12. Qualification of Bidder: The Owner any make such investigations as he/she deems 
necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to perform the work, and the bidder shall furnish 
to the Owner all such information and data for this purpose as the Owner may request. The Owner 
reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such bidder 
fails to satisfy the Owner that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the 
contract and to complete the work contemplated herein; conditional bids will not be accepted.  
 
13. No Damage for Delay: No payment, compensation or adjustment of any kind shall be 
made to the contract price for damages incurred by the contractor because of hindrances or delays 
in the progress of the work from any cause that is not proximately caused by the Owner’s action 
or failure to act.  Whether such hindrances or delays are avoidable or unavoidable, the contractor 
agrees that he or she will make no claim for compensation, damages, or mitigation of liquidated 
damages for any such delays.  Examples of delays include (but are in no manner limited to) 
obtaining all necessary permission from any government agency or any private party, any act or 
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failure to act by any other contractor, subcontractor and/or supplier, all foreseen and unforeseen 
events and any conditions or acts of God.  It is understood and agreed that the contractor assumes 
all risks of delays in prosecuting or completing the work under the contract that are not proximately 
caused by the Owner’s action or failure to act.  The contractor will accept in full satisfaction for 
such delays, an extension of time, if any, agreed to by the Owner. 
 
14. Conditions of Work: Each bidder must inform him/herself fully of the conditions relating 
to the construction of the project and the employment of labor thereon. Failure to do so will not 
relieve a successful bidder of his/her obligation to furnish all material and labor necessary to carry 
out the provisions of his/her contract. Insofar as possible the contractor, in carrying out the work, 
must employ such methods or means or will not cause any interruption of or interference with the 
work of any other contractor. No plea of ignorance of conditions that exist or that may hereafter 
exist, or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the work as the 
result of failure to make such examination and investigation, will be accepted as an excuse for any 
failure or omission on the part of the Contractor to fulfill in every respect, all the requirements of 
the Contract, nor will the same be accepted as a basis for any claim whatsoever for extra 
compensation or for an extension of time.  

 
15. Obligation of Bidder: Each bidder shall and is hereby directed to inspect the entire site of 
the proposed work and judge for him/herself as to all the circumstances affecting the cost and 
progress of the work and shall assume all patent and latent risks in connection therewith. At the 
time of the opening of bids each bidder will be presumed to have inspected the site and to have 
read and to be thoroughly familiar with the plans and contract documents (including all addenda). 
The failure or omission of any bidder to examine any form, instrument or document shall in no 
way relieve any bidder from any obligation in respect of his/her bid.  

 
16. Non-Collusion Affidavit: The successful bidder will be required to submit non-collusion 
affidavit on the form included in these Bid/Contract Documents (SECTION 00 30 10 and 00 30 
20). These affidavits shall be dated and executed as part of this bid. 

 
17. Real and/or Personal Property Tax Affidavit: All bidders must complete the Real and/or 
Personal property tax affidavit (Section 00 30 30) and submit with your bid. This section should 
be fully completed whether or not you as a vendor/contractor own property in Warren County, 
Ohio. 

 
18. EEO Compliance: Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) compliance requirements and 
affidavits are contained in SECTION 00 30 50. Owner contracts that receive state or federal 
funding including, but not limited to, grants, loans, and debt forgiveness shall not be executed 
unless the Contractor possesses a current Certificate of Compliance issued by the State EEO 
Coordinator.   

Every contract for or on behalf of the County for the construction, alteration, or repair of any public 
building or public work shall include an affidavit certifying the contractor complies with EEO 
requirements specified in Ohio Revised Code Section 153.59. 
 
19. Bid Security:  

A bid guaranty, as required by Ohio Revised Code, Section 153.54, shall accompany each proposal 
submitted, as follows: 
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1. A Certified check, cashier’s check, or letter of credit equal to ten (10) percent of the bid. A 
letter of credit may only be revocable by the Owner. Upon entering into a contract with the 
Owner, the contractor must file a performance bond for the amount of the contract, and the 
bid guaranty will then be return to the successful and unsuccessful bidders upon request.  

OR 
2. A form of bid guaranty bond (attached) for the full amount of the bid. Such bond is retained 

for the successful bidder but returned to unsuccessful bidders after the contract is executed.  

Such cash, checks or bid bonds will be returned to bidders after the Owner has awarded the bid 
and has executed the contract, or, if no award has been made within 60 days after the date of the 
opening of bids, upon demand of the bidder at any time thereafter, so long as he/she has not been 
notified of the acceptance of his/her bid. 

Attorneys-in-fact who sign bid bonds or contract bonds must file with each bond a certified and 
effectively dated copy of their power of attorney.  
 
20. Liquidated Damages for Failure to Enter into Contract: Submission of a bid shall be a 
representation by the Contractor that it has fully reviewed and is familiar with the Contract and all 
contract documents as defined in the contract and will execute the contract if awarded the bid.  The 
successful bidder, upon his/her failure or refusal to execute and deliver the contract (attached 
hereto) and bonds required within 10 working days after he/she has received the documents, shall 
forfeit to the Owner, as liquidated damages for such failure or refusal, the security deposited with 
his/her bid.  

 
21. Security for Faithful Performance: Simultaneously with his/her delivery of the executed 
contract, the Contractor shall furnish a performance (surety) bond as security for faithful 
performance of this contract and for the payment of all persons performing labor on project under 
this contract and furnishing materials in connection with the contract. The surety on such bond or 
bonds shall be duly authorized surety company satisfactory to the Owner. Please note that upon 
execution of the Contract if a Bid Guaranty/Contract Bond was submitted with your original bid a 
Performance Bond will not be required.  

 
22. Required Insurance: In accordance with the specifications and the Supplemental 
Conditions, the Contractor, without restricting the obligations and liabilities assumed under the 
Contract Documents, shall at his own cost and expense purchase and maintaining in force until 
final acceptance of his work, the forms of insurance coverage as described in Section 00 80 10 
Supplemental Conditions 1.2.C. Article 5 – Bonds and Insurance. 

Certificates from the insurance carrier stating the limits of liability and expiration date shall be 
filed with the Owner before operations are begin. Such certificates shall not merely name the types 
of policy provided but shall specifically refer to this Contract and shall name the Board of Warren 
County Commissioners as additionally insured.  
However, the original policy for Owner's Protective Bodily Injury (Item D) and Property Damages 
(Item E) shall at this time be delivered to the Owner for its possession. 

 
All policies as hereinafter required shall be so written that the Owner will be notified of cancellation 
or restrictive amendment at least ten days prior to the effective date of such cancellation or 
amendment. 
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 Item A - Workers Compensation and/or Employer's liability Insurance as required or specified 
by State Law. 

 
 Item B – Comprehensive General Liability Insurance: In an amount not less than 

$1,000,000.00 per occurrence for Bodily Injury and $500,000 for explosion underground and 
collapse, commonly known as “XCU.” The following endorsement documents provided by 
Warren County: 

  
a. CG 20 10 10 01 – additional insured endorsement (or equivalent) 
b. CG 20 37 10 01 – additional insured endorsement (or equivalent) 
c. CG 25 03 03 97 – designated location aggregate (or equivalent) 
 
General Liability needs to be written on Primary/Non-contributory basis for the benefit of the 
additional insured. 
 

 Item C – Umbrella: In an amount not less than $1,000,000 occurrence and $1,000,000 
aggregate. Umbrella needs to attach to General Liability, Employers Liability, Auto Liability. 
Umbrella needs to be written on follow-form primary. 

 
 Item D - Bodily Injury Liability Insurance covering motor vehicles either owned by the 

Contractor or being used in connection with the prosecution of the work embraced under this 
contract. 

 
 Item E - Property Damage Liability Insurance covering motor vehicles either owned by the 

Contractor or being used in connection with the prosecution of the work embraced under this 
contract. 

 
 Item F - (If Applicable) - Such Protective (including Railroad Protective) and Contractual 

Bodily Injury Liability Insurance and such Protective (including Railroad Protective) and 
Contractual Property Damage Liability Insurance as shall be required by the railroad and other 
utility companies whose property, facilities or rights-of-way may be affected by the work to 
be done under this contract, in such amounts and in such form as each such utility company 
may require. 

 
If any part of the work is sublet, insurance of the same types and limits as required by above items 
numbered A, B, C, D, E, and F shall be provided by or on behalf of the Subcontractors to cover that 
part  
of the work they have contracted to perform including Property Damage Liability Special Hazards 
coverage if so required by this contract. 
 
Protective and Contractual Bodily Injury Liability Insurance required by Item F (if applicable) shall 
be in an amount and form as each railroad or utility company may require. 
 
 Builders Risk Insurance:  All Risk form, including subsidence and theft of materials from the 

job site.  Such coverage shall be maintained until final acceptance of the Contract by the 
Owner and payable to the Owner for the benefit of the contractor.  The limit for Builders Risk 
shall be the full value of construction. 
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All policies as hereinafter required shall be so written that the Owner will be notified of 
cancellation or restrictive amendment at least sixty days prior to the effective date of such 
cancellation or amendment. 

If any part of the work is sublet, insurance of the same types and limits as required shall be provided 
by or on behalf of the Subcontractors to cover that part of the work they have contracted to perform 
including Property Damage Liability Special Hazards coverage if so required by this contract. 

 
23. Additional Obligations Upon Contract Award: Upon award of the bid but prior to 
execution of the final agreement and notice to proceed, the Contractor shall submit all of the 
following documents, completed as required: 

1. Contract 
2. Performance Bond 
3. Certificates of Insurance  
 

24. Wage Rates: This Project is subject to Prevailing Wage Requirements. In the event that 
the rate of wages paid for any trade or occupant in the locality where such work is being performed 
are under current collective agreements or understandings between bona fide organizations of 
labor and employer, then the wages to be paid shall be not less than such agreed wage rates, nor 
less than the minimum rates compiled by the Federal Labor Standard Act.  Copies of these 
prevailing wage rates have been included in these specifications.  Every Contractor and 
Subcontractor who is subject to Ohio Revised Code, Chapter 4115 shall, as soon as he begins 
performance under his contract with the Owner, supply the Prevailing Wage Coordinator for the 
Owner a schedule of the dates on which he is required to pay wages to employees.  He shall also 
deliver to the Prevailing Wage Coordinator within three weeks after each pay date, a certified copy 
of his payroll which shall exhibit for each employee paid any wages, name, current address, social 
security number, number of hours worked each day of the pay period and the total for each week, 
hourly rate of pay, job classification, fringe payments, and deductions from wages.  The 
certification of each payroll shall be executed by the Contractor, Subcontractor, or duly appointed 
agent thereof and shall recite that the payroll is correct and complete and that the wage rate shown 
is not less that those required by the contract. 

In case the Owner orders the Contractor to perform extra or additional work which may make it 
necessary for the Contractor or any Subcontractor under this contract to employ a person not herein 
specified, the Contractor will include in the contract change order for such extra or additional 
work, a minimum wage rate for such trade or occupation, and insofar as such extra or additional 
work is concerned, there shall be paid to each employee engaged in work of such trade or 
occupation, not less than the wage so included.  Insofar as possible, local labor shall be employed 
on this work. 

 
25. Laws and Regulations: The bidder’s attention is directed to the fact that all applicable 
State laws, municipal ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities have jurisdiction 
over construction of the project shall apply to the contract throughout, and they will be deemed to 
be included in the contract the same as though herein written out in full.  

 
26. Foreign Corporation and Contractors: “Foreign Corporations” means a corporation 
incorporated under the laws of another state.  No contract shall be entered into with a foreign 
corporation until the Secretary of State has certified that such corporation is authorized to do 
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business in Ohio: and until, if the bidder so awarded the Contract is a person or partnership, it has 
filed with the Secretary of State a Power of Attorney designating the Secretary of State as its agent 
for the purpose of accepting service of summons in any action brought under Ohio Revised Code, 
Section 153.05 or under Sections 4123.01 to 4123.94, inclusive.

The Owner does not make any 
representation as to the soil which may be encountered or of soil or water which underlies the work 
or is adjacent thereto, including any difficulties that may be due to quicksand, or other unfavorable 
conditions that may be encountered in the work, whether apparent upon surface inspection or 
disclosed in the process of carrying forward the work 
 
30. Permits: Contractor shall keep a copy of all permits at the project site throughout the 
duration of the work. The permits required for the work, the permit holder, and the entity paying 
for the permit is outlined below. All obtained permits acquired to date are included in SECTION 
00 70 20. 

 
31. Maintenance of Rights-Of-Way:  All construction as proposed along all City, Township, 
County, State and Federal roads including storage and stockpiling of materials, is to be conducted 
within the limits of the public right-of-way.  Bracing sheeting and shoring shall be used to keep all 
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construction work within the construction limits unless work agreements are secured from the 
adjacent property Owners.  It is the Contractor's responsibility to secure these work agreements, if 
deemed necessary.  Copies of the work agreements shall be delivered to the Engineer and Owner prior 
to any work beginning on the affected property.

Nothing contained in the Agreement shall create any contractual relationship 
between any subcontractor and Owner, nor create any obligations on the part of the Owner to pay 
or see to the payment of any sums to any subcontractor. 

 
34. Subletting of Contract: The Contractor shall not sublet, sell, transfer, or assign any 
portion of the contract without written consent of the Owner of his designated agent.  When such 
consent is given, the Contractor will be permitted to sublet a portion thereof, but shall perform 
with his own organization, work amounting to no less than fifty percent of the total contract cost, 
except that any time designated in the contract before computing the amount of work required to 
be performed by the Contractor with his own organization, no subcontract, or transfer of contract, 
shall in any way release the Contractor of his liability under the contract and bonds. 

 
35. CONFIDENTIAL DOCUMENTS & INFORMATION: Do not submit confidential 
documents or documents of any type that contain trade secrets. All materials submitted 
become public records once opened and may be copied upon request to anybody including 
competitive bidders.

Include a list of 3 similar completed projects 
with addresses of the project location, date of project completion, and contact 
information of the consultant firm of record, general contractor and owner.

Building Manufacturer's Association (MBMA). 

2. Pre-engineered metal canopy and metal roofing manufacturer shall have a minimum 
of 10 years of Pre-engineered metal canopy manufacturing experience.

4. Manufacturers without these qualifications will not be accepted.

1.5 SPECIAL WARRANTY PROVISIONS 

A. For pre-engineered metal canopie(s) and appurtenances furnish manufacturer's 5-year 
written warranty to cover defects in materials, products, and manufacturing 
workmanship. 

B. Installation Warranty: At the time of Substantial Completion, the manufacturer shall 
warrant that the installation is not defective in and conforms to the manufacturer's 
erection drawings, except for reasonable variances not impairing the usefulness thereof. 

C. Finish Warranty: The manufacturer shall warrant against spalling, fading, chalking, 
peeling, cracking, checking, chipping, or erosion to base metal of the exterior roof panel 
finish, for a period of 10 years from the date of Substantial Completion. The finish shall 
not change color more than eight NBS units for a period of 10 years from the date of 
Substantial Completion. 

D. Weathertight Warranty: Manufacturer shall provide a weathertight warranty against water 
penetration of the pre-engineered metal canopy system, including panel joints and trim 
conditions for a period of 20 years from date of Substantial Completion.

B. The CONTRACTOR shall coordinate the details of anchorages of the pre-engineered 
metal canopy to its foundation. The CONTRACTOR shall provide the anchor bolts and 
layout templates and allow for any foundation revisions necessary to adapt or support 
the pre-engineered metal canopy during construction as accepted by the ENGINEER. 

2.5 STRUCTURAL FRAMING 

A. Manufacturer and Product, or Equal 

1. Subject to the requirements indicated, provide manufacturer and product listed 
below, or approved equal. 

a. Butler Manufacturing Company 

B. Description 

1. Design of the structural system for the pre-engineered metal canopy shall be clear 
span rigid frame with tapered columns, tapered roof beams, and gable roof. 

2. Primary Framing 

a. Rigid Frames 
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1) Frames shall consist of welded plate section columns and roof beams 
complete with necessary splice plates for bolted field assembly. 

2) Welding shall be performed in accordance with the American Welding 
Society Code for Building Construction.

2) Outer flange of all eave struts shall contain factory-punched holes for 
panel connections. 

c. Bracing 

1) Diagonal bracing shall be designed by the canopy manufacturer and 
attached to columns and roof beams. 

2) Flange braces, sag angles, etc., when required, shall be supplied by the 
building manufacturer. 

3) All bracing locations shall be coordinated with ductwork, piping, door 
openings, and ventilation openings. 

4. Structural Painting 

a. Structural steel shall be shop prepared, shop primed, and field painted prior to 
erection. For additional requirements, see Section 099600 - Protective 
Coatings. Primer products shall be compatible with paint system specified in 
Section 099600– Protective Coatings. 
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1) Primary Frames - Clean all steel per SSPC-SP2. Apply one coat of water 
reducible alkyd primer by spray or dip method to a minimum coating 
thickness of 1.0 mil. 

2) Secondary Structurals - Clean all steel per SSPC-SP8. Apply one coat of 
coil applied polyester primer to a minimum coating thickness of 0.5 mil 
(purlins and grits).  

2.6 METAL ROOF SYSTEM AND PANELS FOR CANOPY 

A. Manufacturer and Product, or Equal 

1. Subject to the requirements indicated, provide manufacturer and product listed 
below, or approved equal. 

a. Butler Manufacturing Company; MR-24 

B. Description 

1. Panels shall be roll formed to provide a width coverage of 24-inches (610 mm). 

a. There shall be two major corrugations, 2-inches (51 mm), spaced 24-inches 
(610 mm) on center. 

b. There shall be minor corrugations, spaced 6-inches (152 mm) on center 
between and perpendicular to the major corrugations. 

2. The panel endlaps shall be 6-inches (152 mm). 

a. Panels shall be of maximum length so as to minimize panel endlaps. 

b. Endlaps shall be engineered to occur over and be fastened to a secondary 
structural member.

A. Manufacturer and Product, or Equal 

1. Subject to the requirements indicated, provide manufacturer and product listed 
below, or approved equal. 

a. Butler Manufacturing Company; VSR II 

B. Roof Panels: 

1. Factory roll-formed, 16 inches wide, with 2 major corrugations, 2 inches high, 16 
inches on center, and with minor longitudinal striations in the flat of the panel. 

2. Panels shall be installed on existing wood sheathing on wood framing.  Provide 
fasteners and anchorage per manufacturer’s requirements. 

2.8 ROOF PANEL FINISH AND COLOR 

A. Finish: Exterior panel surface shall be Butler-Cote 500 FP (70% Kynar 500 
fluoropolymer), or approved equal. 

1. Interior surface finish shall be manufacturer's standard polyester paint finish on 
reverse face. 

B. Color shall be selected and approved by the OWNER from manufacturer's full color 
range, and may be required to exactly match other building components, as determined 
by the OWNER, at no additional cost to the OWNER.

2. The OWNER reserves the option of changing this tentative color selection during 
the submittal process. 

3. Color shall be uniform with no variation in shade, and panels of different color 
batches will not be acceptable. 

2.9 BUILDING ACCESSORIES 

A. Accessories 

1. Accessories shall be manufacturer's standard unless otherwise indicated. Location 
of standard accessories shall be indicated on the erection drawings. 
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a. All miscellaneous trim and accessories shall match adjacent panels. 

b. Gutters, downspouts, and trim pieces shall be provided by the manufacturer. 

c. Trim materials shall be: 

1) Outside corner trim shall be of the same material and finish as the 
exterior of wall panel. 

2) Gutters, downspouts, eave trim and gable trim shall be prepainted 
galvanized steel. 

B. Roof Fasteners 

1. Insulation, bearing plates, and panel clips shall be fastened to structural members 
with fasteners as per manufacturer's erection drawings, using factory pre-punched 
holes in structural members. 

2. All connections of panels to structural members except at eave shall be by clips with 
moveable tabs that are seamed into the standing seam sidelap.

D. Flashing 

1. Preformed metal closures, trim pieces, flashings, sheets, clips, and associated 
appurtenances shall be as indicated or as otherwise required for weather tightness 
or completeness, and shall be of the same material, color, and finish as the adjacent 
panels, unless otherwise indicated. 

a. The minimum face dimensions between flashing breaks shall be 12-inches (305 
mm). Thermal expansion of exposed items more than 24-feet (7.3 m) in 
continuous length shall be accommodated and watertight expansion joints shall 
be provided at approved locations. 

b. Expansion joints shall be fabricated as approved of materials to match the 
flashing. 
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c. Flashing and trim shall be minimum 20-gauge, formed, extruded metal 
fabricated with the same finish and color as the exterior face of the adjacent 
panels, unless otherwise indicated. 

d. WORK shall be coordinated as required to insure proper flashing and seals to 
adjoining construction. 

e. Flashing shall be provided for penetrations. Provide penetration enclosures, 
including hot pipe penetrations, to be weathertight. Coordinate locations of 
protruding pipes. 

PART 3 -- EXECUTION 

3.1 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING 

A. Deliver materials to Site in manufacturer's original, unopened packages, containers, or 
bundles with labels intact, which clearly identify contents. 

1. Materials shall be delivered to Site in a dry and undamaged condition and unloaded 
per the manufacturer's instructions. The installer shall inspect materials for damage 
and stains upon arrival to the Site. 

B. Store materials carefully in accordance with the manufacturer's written instructions, in an 
area that is protected from deleterious elements, and in a manner that will prevent 
damage to the products. 

C. Verify that foundation, floor slab, mechanical and electrical utilities, and placed anchors 
are in correct position. 

3.2 PRODUCT CONDITIONS 

A. Comply with manufacturer's written instructions for environmental conditions before, 
during and after installation. 

B. Protect surrounds WORK from damage that may result from operations under this 
Section. 

3.3 INSPECTION 

A. The CONTRACTOR shall be totally responsible for the proper performance and 
completion of the WORK under this Section. 

B. The CONTRACTOR shall inspect materials for damage and shall confirm conformance 
with the specifications, erection drawings, and shop drawings prior to installation. 

C. Systems and components shall be inspected before installation. 

1. Damaged or defective items shall be rejected and marked as such and shall be 
removed from the Site. 

2. Exposed surfaces that exhibit pitting, seam marks, roller marks, stains, 
discoloration, or other surface imperfections on the finished units shall be rejected.  
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D. The CONTRACTOR shall verify dimensions, tolerances, and method of attachment with 
adjacent WORK. 

1. Examine substrates, areas, and conditions where metal roof and soffit panels, 
system support framing, and appurtenances will be installed for compliances with 
the requirements for installation, taking into account tolerances, and other conditions 
affecting performances of installed metal panels and appurtenances. 

a. Provide inserts, backing blocking, anchoring devices, and reinforcements that 
must be built into other WORK for the installation of metal roof and soffit panels, 
system support framing, and appurtenances. Coordinate delivery with other 
WORK to avoid delay. 

b. Prior to installing the pre-engineered metal canopy the CONTRACTOR and the 
pre-engineered metal canopy installer shall verify final alignment of the 
foundation, floor slab, mechanical and electrical utilities to be in compliance 
with these specifications with the Contract Documents, with the erection 
drawings, and with the shop drawings. 

2. Notify the ENGINEER in writing of conditions detrimental to the proper and timely 
completion of the WORK. Do not proceed with the WORK until satisfactory 
conditions have been corrected in an acceptable manner. 

3. Commencement of the installation by the CONTRACTOR shall indicate 
CONTRACTOR's acceptance of the substrate, areas, and conditions. 

3.4 FABRICATION 

A. The canopy shall be factory fabricated and erected to the manufacturer's written 
standards and shall be in accordance with AISC and MBMA standards. 

B. The prefabricated canopy shall be completely fabricated and prepared for shipment 
including any necessary crating or bundling. All parts of the canopy shall be accurately 
made and true to dimension so that all parts will easily fit during installation. 

3.5 PREPARATION 

A. Sequence installation properly with the installation and protection of other WORK, so 
that neither will be damaged by the installation of the other. 

3.6 INSTALLATION 

A. General 

1. Installation shall comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents, with 
applicable references, with AISC, AISI, MBMA, with the requirements of the OBC, 
and with manufacturer's written instructions. Where a conflict occurs among these 
requirements, the more stringent shall apply, as directed by the ENGINEER. 

2. The CONTRACTOR shall provide corrosion resistant fasteners, anchors, and shims 
required for a complete installation, and shall be secure, plumb, level, straight, and 
true to line, allowing for required movement, including expansion and contraction. 
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3. The CONTRACTOR shall provide separation of dissimilar materials to ensure no 
galvanic action occurs. 

4. Horizontal lines shall be level, and vertical lines shall be plumb. 

5. WORK shall be coordinated as required to insure proper flashing and seals to 
adjoining construction. 

B. Installation and Erection: Installation and erection of the canopy shall be in accordance 
with the manufacturer's standards and shall be workmanship of the highest quality. No 
field cutting of structural parts will be permitted. Field cutting and patching of roof panels 
and accessories will not be permitted unless authorized by the ENGINEER. Such field 
modifications, when authorized, shall be performed in a manner which will not impair the 
appearance, weather tightness, or structural quality of the material. Erection shall be 
accomplished in sufficient time to meet the schedule specified. 

3.7 ROOF PANELS 

A. General: Apply panels and associated items for neat and weather tight enclosure. Avoid 
"panel creep" or application not true to line. Protect factory finishes from damage. 

1. Flash and seal roof panels at eave and rake with rubber, neoprene or other closures 
to exclude weather. 

B. Roof Panel Application 

1. Panels shall be factory cut-to-length according to the erection drawings as furnished 
by the manufacturer. 

2. Panels shall be positioned and aligned to hold the 24-inch (610 mm) module 
throughout the building length. 

3. Pre-punched panels shall be positioned and aligned by matching the pre-punched 
holes in the panel with the pre-punched roof structural. 

4. Panel sidelaps shall be field seamed; all sidelap sealant shall be factory applied. 

5. Endlaps will be at least 6-inches (152 mm) and fastened together over and to 
structural members. 

6. Panel sidelaps and endlaps shall be sealed with weather sealing compound to 
prevent the entry of capillary moisture. 

7. Fasteners shall be installed with proper tools, in a workmanlike manner according to 
the recommendations of the Manufacturer. 

3.8 CLEANING, FINISHING, AND PROTECTION 

A. Adhesive papers used for masking which become firmly bonded when exposed to heat 
and/or light shall not be used. 

1. Remove masking film and temporary labels as soon as possible after installation. 
Films and labels left in place after installation shall be the responsibility of the 
CONTRACTOR. 
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2. Residue shall not be left on any surfaces. 

B. Upon completion of the installation of pre-engineered metal canopy and appurtenances 
shall be cleaned of dirt and other foreign matter to the satisfaction of the OWNER. 

C. Cleaning shall be performed again immediately prior to acceptance of the WORK, as 
determined by the ENGINEER. 

1. Cleaning shall be performed in accordance with the manufacturer's written 
instructions. 

2. Pre-engineered metal canopy shall be protected from damage from subsequent 
construction operations. 

D. The CONTRACTOR shall make adjustments required until accepted. 

E. The CONTRACTOR shall remove scratches and blemishes to the satisfaction of the 
ENGINEER. 

F. Damaged or defective items shall be removed and replaced at the direction of the 
ENGINEER. 

G. When pre-engineered metal canopy WORK is completed, remove unused materials, 
containers, and equipment, and clean the Site of debris.

complete and operable, in accordance with the Contract Documents. The pumping system 
shall be provided complete and operable, in accordance with the Contract Documents. 

B. Unit Responsibility:  A single pump manufacturer shall be responsible for furnishing the 
pumps, and motors, to the CONTRACTOR; and for coordination of design, assembly, 
testing, and installation of each pump system.

16. Bearing data.  Include recommendation for lubricants for applicable bearings. 
17. Verify motor is premium high efficiency duty type. 
18. Power factor at ½, ¾ and full load.  

C. Operation and maintenance manuals shall be provided at the completion of the job 
and in accordance with the General Conditions. The manuals shall include the 
following data: 

1. Alignment, adjustment, and repair instructions. 
2. MANUFACTURER’S installation instructions. 
3. Assembly diagrams. 
4. Troubleshooting guide. 
5. Lubrication instructions. 
6. Recommended spare parts lists and predicted life of parts subjected to wear. 
7. Anchor bolt placement, bolt details. 

 
8. Sizes and locations of external connections, and discharges. 
9. Provide lubrication and other maintenance requirements. 
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10. Provide list of recommended spare parts. 
11. Provide signed and dated warranty. 
12. General arrangement and dimensional drawings of the pumps. 
13. Written recommended procedures for job site storage, handling, and 

installation of the equipment. 

1.4  SERVICES OF MANUFACTURER 

A. Coordination of Design, Inspection, Start-up, Training and Field Adjustment. 

1. An authorized representative of the manufacturer shall visit the Site and 
perform the following: 

a. Minimum of one (1) (8-hour days) site visit for installation guidance. 
b. Minimum of three (3) (8-hour days) with one (1) trip for on-site inspection, 

certification of installation, classroom training for equipment instruction 
and maintenance. 

c. Minimum of one (1) (8-hour days) for pump equipment software 
integration guidance onto SCADA system and configuration of pump 
protection unit. 

2. A Day is defined as an 8-hour period at the Site, excluding travel time 
3. Workdays shall be Monday through Friday with the hours and dates 

established by the CONTRACTOR.  Installation and start-up dates shall be 
established by the CONTRACTOR and OWNER. 

4. Unused manufacturer representative days shall be credited back to the 
OWNER if unused and authorized by the OWNER. 

 

B. Instruction of Owner’s Personnel: 

1. Qualified training representatives, approved in writing by the OWNER, shall visit 
the site to instruct the OWNER’s personnel in the operation and maintenance 
of the equipment, including step-by-step troubleshooting with necessary test 
equipment.  Instruction shall be specific to the models of equipment provided. 

2. Training shall be scheduled three weeks in advance of the scheduled session, 
at a date mutually agreeable by the OWNER, manufacturer, and Sub-
suppliers. 

3. Proposed training material and a detailed outline of each lesson shall be 
submitted for review.  Review comments from the OWNER shall be 
incorporated into the material prior to the training sessions. 

4. The training materials (12 copies minimum) shall remain with the trainees after 
the session. 

5. OWNER’s personnel shall be trained in the operation and maintenance of the 
pumps for 8 hours 

 
1.5 EQUIPMENT WARRANTY AND GUARANTEES 

A. The MANUFACTURER shall warrant that the pumps, with all their main, 
appurtenances, and control systems, will be free from defects in design, material, 
and workmanship for a period of 24 months from the date of the OWNER’S 
PERFORMANCE ACCEPTANCE letter.  

B. The MANUFACTURER shall repair or replace, at the sole option of and at no cost 
to the OWNER, WORK found to be defective within said warranty period.   
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C. Workmanship and Design:  Each part of the equipment shall be amply 
proportioned for long, continuous, uninterrupted service.  Provision shall be made 
for easy access for service or replacement of parts.  Corresponding parts of multiple 
units shall be interchangeable.  Workmanship shall be first class, with welding in 
accordance with the latest applicable code of the American Welding Society.  The 
maximum allowable stresses on structural steel members shall not exceed those 
permitted by the latest AISC specifications for applicable design at twice the 
maximum continuous running torque.  Sharp corners of cut or sheared does that will 
be submerged in operation shall be rounded by at least one pass of a power grinder 
to improve paint coverage on the surface.  Welds on submerged surfaces and edges 
shall be the continuous type. 

1.6 QUALITY ASSURANCE 

A. The ENGINEER may select to inspect or witness all of the inspections and testing 
specified herein.  Inspection or witness by ENGINEER shall not be construed to relieve 
the manufacturer of his responsibility as primary quality control party. 

B. The rotating components consisting of impeller, shaft and coupling shall be statically 
and dynamically balanced. The maximum permissible unbalanced weight shall be in 
accordance with ISO 1940 Grade 6.3. 

C. All pumps shall be tested at the pump manufacturer's factory. Tests shall be conducted 
throughout the entire range of operation indicated. Acceptable pump performance 
tests shall conform ANSI/HI 11.6-2012 test standard Grade 1U (Unilateral). 

D. Temperature Limits: The maximum acceptable bearing temperature is 248 degrees F. 

E. Acceptance: In the event of failure of any pump to meet any of the indicated 
requirements, the CONTRACTOR shall make all necessary modifications, repairs, or 
replacements to conform to the requirements of the Contract Documents.  The pump 
shall be re-tested until it demonstrates compliance with the requirements of the 
Contract Document at no additional cost to the OWNER.  

1.7 TEST REPORTS 

A. Complete, certified test reports of all factory testing shall be submitted to the 
ENGINEER for approval.  Written approval is required prior to shipment of any pump.

2.2 PUMP REQUIREMENTS 

A. General 

1. Each pump shall be capable of continuous operation at maximum speed without 
overheating of the motor when the wet well water level is at a minimum of 6-inches 
above the pump casing. 

2. Each pump, and its power and instrumentation cables, connections etc., shall be 
designed to withstand submergence to a maximum depth of 30-feet, without 
leakage into the motor housing or through the mechanical seals for an indefinite 
time duration. Maximum submergence events shall include periods of time when 
the pumps are out of service. 

3. Pump Construction:  Construction of submersible non-clog pumps shall conform 
to the following requirements: 

Coatings All ferrous metal surfaces coming into contact with the pumpage 
shall be protected from corrosion and abrasion with a factory 
applied, premium protective coating system, designed to provide 
long term resistance to normal corrosion and abrasion found within 
the specified pumpage requirements.

Connections Machined metal-to-metal quick disconnect type, for withdrawal of 
unit from above without disconnecting pipe.  When lowered into 
place, the pump shall automatically connect and lock into the 
discharge pipe, allowing for zero leakage at all anticipated pump 
heads.

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The pump’s power and instrument cables attachment flange to the 
motor shall be removable from the pump motor for temporary 
storage and protection while the pump and motor are moved 
offsite for maintenance/repair. 

Guide Bars The CONTRACTOR shall furnish for each pump two (2) 3-inch 
schedule 40 seamless welded Type 316 Stainless Steel pipe to 
serve as guide bars for installation and removal of the pump from 
the wet well. The pump manufacturer shall furnish all upper and 
intermediate guide bar brackets and holders required to support 
each pump and their power and control cables. All pipe, brackets, 
holders and anchor bolts shall be of 316SS. 

 

Pump Materials:  Construction of submersible non-clog pumps shall conform to the

2.3 MOTOR 

A. Approval:  The pumping system, including the motor and wiring, shall be approved by a 
nationally approved testing agency for explosion-proof service.  The system shall be 
rated Class I, Division 1, Group C and D service as determined by the National Electric 
Code and approved by a nationally recognized testing agency (UL or FM). The 
CONTRACTOR shall include a copy of the certificate of approval with the required 
submittals. The motor shall be close coupled submersible and furnished with sufficient 
lengths of cable to reach the MCC without splicing. The cable shall be submersible rated 
(SUBCAB) cable. The cable shall be sized in accordance with NEC standards. The 
pump motor horsepower shall be adequately sized so the pump is non-overloading 
throughout the entire pump performance curve from shutoff to run-out. 

B. Insulation:  The pump motors shall be designed for continuous duty in hazardous 
locations.  The pump motor shall be a NEMA B design, induction type with squirrel cage 
rotor, shell type design, housed in an air-filled, watertight chamber. The stator and stator 
leads shall be moisture-resistant, triple varnished and insulated according to Class H, 
capable of withstanding a temperature rise of up to 1800 Celsius (C) The allowable 
temperature rise of the motor at full load condition shall not exceed 800 C. The motor 
shall be specifically designed for submersible pump usage and designed for continuous 
duty pumping media of up to 40°C (104°F) with an 80°C temperature rise and capable of 
at least 8 evenly spaced direct-on-line starts per hour. The electric motor shall be a 
direct drive, inverter duty (per NEMA MG-1 Part 31) variable speed, premium high 
efficient, submersible, heavy-duty, suitable for 480-volt, 3 phase, 60  Hz ac power 
supply.  

C. Stator:  The motor stator shall be mounted in an air-filled, watertight casing and shall not 
be fixed in place by externally mounted screws which may cause leakage in the motor. 
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D. Motor Rating: Motors shall have combined service factors (combined effect of voltage, 
frequency and specific gravity) of 1.15 or greater.   

E. Junction Box:  The motor shall have a junction box capable of being sealed completely 
from the stator casing to prevent leakage through the junction box into the stator housing 
should a motor cable be damaged or have some other means to prevent leakage into the 
junction box under any condition. 

F. Cable Entry:   The cable entry water seal design shall be such that it precludes specific 
torque requirements to ensure a watertight and submersible seal. The motor and cable 
shall be capable of continuous submergence underwater without loss of watertight 
integrity to a depth of 65 feet or greater.  Each pump shall be furnished with a cable yoke 
that supports the cables and holds them separate. The cable entry shall permit the 
disconnecting of the pump cables at the motor in the field without severing cables or 
chipping of an epoxy-filled gland. The cable entry design shall permit the re-connection of 
the cables in the field without use of special tools or application of epoxy. The cable entry 
junction chamber and motor shall be sealed from each other which shall isolate the stator 
housing from foreign material gaining access through the pump top. 

G. Motor Protection:  Each motor stator shall be furnished with three thermal sensors 
embedded in the stator end coils, one for each phase.  These sensors shall be used in 
conjunction with and supplemented by external motor over-current protection. The motor 
stator housing and junction box shall be furnished with leakage sensors. Each pump/motor 
unit shall be equipped with the following standard protection and monitoring sensors: 

 
1. Three Three (3) miniature thermal protectors (one per phase) embedded in 

the windings shall be provided for motor over temperature protection. (3) 
PT-100 temperature probes, one installed in each motor stator phase winding, to 
provide direct stator temperature read-out of each phase winding.

2. One (1) One (1) Float-type Leakage Sensor (FLS) shall be provided to detect 
water intrusion in the chamber above the seal and indicate failure of the 
mechanical seal.PT-100 temperature probe shall be installed to directly contact 
the outer race of the lower (thrust) bearing to provide for accurate temperature 
monitoring of the bearing.

2.4 PUMP CONTROLS 

Pumps shall be controlled in accordance with Section 40 90 10 – Control Strategies. 

Furnish each submersible pumps with a motor protection unit for leak detection and 
overtemperature protection.  
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2.5 PROTECTIVE COATING 

All materials, except corrosion resistant materials that have not been shop painted, shall 
be field coated as specified in Section 09 96 00 - Protective Coating.  Shop painted 
items damaged during shipment or installation shall be repaired as specified in the same 
Specification section. 

A. SPARE PARTS 

General:  The pumps shall be backed by supplies of spare parts from stock, and after-
sales service from a factory trained and authorized maintenance facility, located 
within 500 miles from the Site. 

2.6 FACTORY TESTING AND SHIPMENT 

A. In addition to the factory tests in Section 43 20 00, the following procedures shall be 
included with the factory test prior to shipment: 

Verification of the pump characteristic curves by testing at 1/4, 1/2, 3/4, and full flow and 
recording the measured head and motor current for each flow. 

Verification of cavitation-free service and absence of motor overheating during 
conditions simulating the actual operating conditions after installation, whether 
submerged, semi-submerged, or dry. 

1. Each pump shall be tested in accordance with the latest test code of the Hydraulic 
Institute (H.I.) at the manufacturer to determine the head versus capacity and kilowatt 
draw required. Factory witness testing shall be made available to the 
Owner/Representative upon request. Data on factory testing and quality control shall 
be submitted with the Shop Drawings. Acceptable performance shall meet the 
requirement for HI performance grade 1U. Certified pump curve shall be inspected 
and signed by a Professional Engineer (PE) registered in the State of Ohio or the State 
in the testing was performed. 
 

a. Parts shall be properly lubricated and protected so that no damage or 
deterioration will occur even during a prolonged delay from the time of 
shipment until installation is completed and the pumps are ready for 
operation. 

b. Finished ferrous surfaces not painted shall be properly protected to 
prevent rust and corrosion in accordance Contract specification section 
for Protective Coatings. 
 

c. The finished surfaces of exposed flanges shall be protected by strong 
wooden blind flanges. 

 
d. Each pump shall be properly crated to protect against damage during 

shipment.

PART 3 -- EXECUTION 

3.1 INSTALLATION 

A. In addition to the requirements of Section 43 20 00, the CONTRACTOR shall ensure that 
anchor bolts are set only after the discharge piping has been properly installed, to ensure 
exact fit with embedded piping components. 

3.2 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND PROTECTION OF EQUIPMENT 

A. The pump shall be protected from damage during shipping.  Pump shaft shall be locked 
to casing during shipment to prevent bearing damage. 

B. Storage and protection of equipment: Following delivery of equipment to the job site, and 
until final acceptance of the completed work, the CONTRACTOR shall protect and 
maintain the equipment in a condition that will prevent damage in accordance with the 
manufacturer’s instructions approved by the ENGINEER.  The CONTRACTOR shall pay 
for the replacement of parts of the equipment items that became corroded, damaged, or 
deteriorated prior to the final acceptance of the work. 

3.3 SCHEDULE 

A. Pump manufacturer shall coordinate the schedule of services such as assistance with 
installation, testing, start-up, and training with the CONTRACTOR to avoid conflicting with 
other onsite construction, testing, or other manufacturer’s onsite services 

3.4 INSTALLATION AND INSPECTION 

A. General:  The manufacturer shall submit the recommended installation procedure. Each 
pump shall be factory pre-assembled, aligned, checked for proper alignment.   All 
equipment shall be installed in accordance with the Contract Documents and with the 
equipment manufacturer’s printed installation instructions. 

B. The equipment shall be installed and provided with the necessary temporary, permanent 
supports, anchor bolts, all in accordance with the requirement in accordance with the 
Contract Documents. The CONTRACTOR shall replace or repair, as directed by the 
ENGINEER, any equipment or parts broken or damaged during handling and installation. 

C. Unless otherwise recommended by the pump manufacturer, the CONTRACTOR shall 
determine the dimensions from the centerline of the pump to the centerlines of the 
discharge piping. The discharge piping base bend for which the pump are to be connected 
shall be installed and aligned with a maximum tolerance of plus or minus 1/8-inch.   

D. Alignment:  All pumps shall be field tested to verify proper alignment, operation as 
specified, freedom from binding, scraping, and vibration.   

E. All moving parts, control mechanisms, and other machinery shall be installed, tested for 
operation, and adjusted so all parts move freely in relation to one another.  

F. All adjustments required to insure satisfactory operation of the equipment or to correct 
such minor errors or inaccuracies in the various parts as expected to occur during 
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manufacturing shall be made by the CONTRACTOR with the approval of the 
manufacturer. 

G. After installation of all equipment, the CONTRACTOR shall clean and check lubrication of 
all parts in preparation for testing and field painting. All lubricants shall be drained and 
replaced by the CONTRACTOR prior to final acceptance. Cost of lubricants shall be paid 
for by the CONTRACTOR. The grades of lubricants shall be in accordance with the 
manufacturer's printed instructions. 

H. Manufacturer’s representative shall witness installation of the equipment and certify in 
writing the following: 

1. Equipment, wiring, and controls have been properly installed, aligned, lubricated, 
adjusted, and readied for operation. 

2. Inspected, checked, and performed field adjustments to ensure that the 
equipment installation and operation comply with requirements. 

3. Supervise equipment installation. 
4. Supervise alignment of equipment. 
5. Supervise grouting of equipment. The CONTRACTOR shall provide labor and 

grouting material. 
6. Complete the Manufacturer’s Certificate of Proper Installation. 
7. Manufacturer’s representative shall be at site as long as necessary to complete 

this task, and longer if necessary to coordinate with the other equipment 
furnished under this Contract 
 

3.5 START UP, FIELD ADJUSTMENT, AND FIELD TESTING 

A. The CONTRACTOR and the manufacturer shall conduct field tests with the equipment 
manufacturer’s representative in the presence of the ENGINEER on all pumps and motors 
as described herein and in accordance with Section 01 75 00 - Startup. The pumps shall 
be tested in accordance with the latest edition of the Hydraulic Institute Standards. 

B. The CONTRACTOR shall notify the ENGINEER not less than 7 days prior to each test. 
All equipment shall be properly adjusted and calibrated prior to testing. The 
CONTRACTOR shall prepare all the test reports for each piece of equipment. If the test 
results fail to meet the provision of the Contract Documents, the CONTRACTOR shall 
make necessary corrections to meet the provisions of the Contract Documents. The 
service representative of the manufacturer shall be present continuously at the Site to 
furnish the services required by Section 01 75 00 - Startup.  The ENGINEER may require 
that the inspection, startup, and field adjustment services above be extended as required 
to complete the startup services 

C. After manufacturer’s Certificate of Proper Installation for each piece of equipment has 
been duly executed and issued, each pump system shall be tested after installation to 
demonstrate: 

1. Satisfactory operation without cavitation, excessive noise and vibration. 

2. No overheating of bearings. 

3. Comply with the indicated head, flow, and efficiency at design point. 
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D. Field Testing of motors, and pumps shall include but not be limited to the tests described 
in this section and Section 01 75 00 – Start-Up. 

1. Each pump shall be tested to verify that the hydraulic ends of the pumps and the 
motors operate properly. Startup, check, test and operate each pump system. 

2. Pump field testing shall be performed with incoming flows to the wet well. Observe 
and record head, horsepower, vibration, and temperature and look for any abnormal 
conditions for a duration of 30 minutes of pump operation. If any abnormal condition 
is observed, terminate the test and confer with the manufacturer and the 
ENGINEER for the possible cause and make corrections. Bypass pumping shall 
remain available on-site until the pumps have operated continuously with incoming 
wet well flows for a period of three (3) days.  

3. The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for vibration testing. Vibration shall be 
within the indicated amplitude limits throughout the operating range defined by the 
ENGINEER.  The pump shall be operated and observed for any abnormal 
operation. If an unusual vibration or noise is detected, shut down the pump system 
and consult the pump manufacturer. 

4. Obtain concurrent readings of motor voltage, amperage, kilowatts, (for each phase), 
pump suction head, and pump discharge head for at least four pumping conditions 
for each pump. 

5. All pumps shall be individually run to pump shut-off head at 100 percent speed, 
compared to the shut-off head from the established pump curve, and any 
discrepancies resolved.   

6. Determine and record bearing temperatures.  A run time until bearing temperatures 
have stabilized, shall precede this test, unless insufficient liquid volume is available. 

7. All pumps shall be individually run to pump shut-off head at 100 percent speed, 
compared to the shut-off head from the established pump curve, and any 
discrepancies resolved.   

8. Calculate the pump efficiency and compare to the factory witness test data.

12. Qualification of Bidder: The Owner any make such investigations as he/she deems 
necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to perform the work, and the bidder shall furnish 
to the Owner all such information and data for this purpose as the Owner may request. The Owner 
reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such bidder 
fails to satisfy the Owner that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the 
contract and to complete the work contemplated herein; conditional bids will not be accepted.  
 
13. No Damage for Delay: No payment, compensation or adjustment of any kind shall be 
made to the contract price for damages incurred by the contractor because of hindrances or delays 
in the progress of the work from any cause that is not proximately caused by the Owner’s action 
or failure to act.  Whether such hindrances or delays are avoidable or unavoidable, the contractor 
agrees that he or she will make no claim for compensation, damages, or mitigation of liquidated 
damages for any such delays.  Examples of delays include (but are in no manner limited to) 
obtaining all necessary permission from any government agency or any private party, any act or 
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failure to act by any other contractor, subcontractor and/or supplier, all foreseen and unforeseen 
events and any conditions or acts of God.  It is understood and agreed that the contractor assumes 
all risks of delays in prosecuting or completing the work under the contract that are not proximately 
caused by the Owner’s action or failure to act.  The contractor will accept in full satisfaction for 
such delays, an extension of time, if any, agreed to by the Owner. 
 
14. Conditions of Work: Each bidder must inform him/herself fully of the conditions relating 
to the construction of the project and the employment of labor thereon. Failure to do so will not 
relieve a successful bidder of his/her obligation to furnish all material and labor necessary to carry 
out the provisions of his/her contract. Insofar as possible the contractor, in carrying out the work, 
must employ such methods or means or will not cause any interruption of or interference with the 
work of any other contractor. No plea of ignorance of conditions that exist or that may hereafter 
exist, or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the work as the 
result of failure to make such examination and investigation, will be accepted as an excuse for any 
failure or omission on the part of the Contractor to fulfill in every respect, all the requirements of 
the Contract, nor will the same be accepted as a basis for any claim whatsoever for extra 
compensation or for an extension of time.  

 
15. Obligation of Bidder: Each bidder shall and is hereby directed to inspect the entire site of 
the proposed work and judge for him/herself as to all the circumstances affecting the cost and 
progress of the work and shall assume all patent and latent risks in connection therewith. At the 
time of the opening of bids each bidder will be presumed to have inspected the site and to have 
read and to be thoroughly familiar with the plans and contract documents (including all addenda). 
The failure or omission of any bidder to examine any form, instrument or document shall in no 
way relieve any bidder from any obligation in respect of his/her bid.  

 
16. Non-Collusion Affidavit: The successful bidder will be required to submit non-collusion 
affidavit on the form included in these Bid/Contract Documents (SECTION 00 30 10 and 00 30 
20). These affidavits shall be dated and executed as part of this bid. 

 
17. Real and/or Personal Property Tax Affidavit: All bidders must complete the Real and/or 
Personal property tax affidavit (Section 00 30 30) and submit with your bid. This section should 
be fully completed whether or not you as a vendor/contractor own property in Warren County,

18. EEO Compliance: Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) compliance requirements and 
affidavits are contained in SECTION 00 30 50.

General Liability needs to be written on Primary/Non-contributory basis for the benefit of the 
additional insured. 
 

 Item C – Umbrella: In an amount not less than $1,000,000 occurrence and $1,000,000 
aggregate. Umbrella needs to attach to General Liability, Employers Liability, Auto Liability. 
Umbrella needs to be written on follow-form primary. 

 
 Item D - Bodily Injury Liability Insurance covering motor vehicles either owned by the 

Contractor or being used in connection with the prosecution of the work embraced under this 
contract. 

 
 Item E - Property Damage Liability Insurance covering motor vehicles either owned by the 

Contractor or being used in connection with the prosecution of the work embraced under this 
contract. 

 
 Item F - (If Applicable) - Such Protective (including Railroad Protective) and Contractual 

Bodily Injury Liability Insurance and such Protective (including Railroad Protective) and 
Contractual Property Damage Liability Insurance as shall be required by the railroad and other 
utility companies whose property, facilities or rights-of-way may be affected by the work to 
be done under this contract, in such amounts and in such form as each such utility company 
may require.

If any part of the work is sublet, insurance of the same types and limits as required shall be provided 
by or on behalf of the Subcontractors to cover that part of the work they have contracted to perform 
including Property Damage Liability Special Hazards coverage if so required by this contract. 

 
23. Additional Obligations Upon Contract Award: Upon award of the bid but prior to 
execution of the final agreement and notice to proceed, the Contractor shall submit all of the 
following documents, completed as required: 

1. Contract 
2. Performance Bond 
3. Certificates of Insurance  
 

24. Wage Rates: This Project is subject to Prevailing Wage Requirements. In the event that 
the rate of wages paid for any trade or occupant in the locality where such work is being performed 
are under current collective agreements or understandings between bona fide organizations of 
labor and employer, then the wages to be paid shall be not less than such agreed wage rates, nor 
less than the minimum rates compiled by the Federal Labor Standard Act.  Copies of these 
prevailing wage rates have been included in these specifications.  Every Contractor and 
Subcontractor who is subject to Ohio Revised Code, Chapter 4115 shall, as soon as he begins 
performance under his contract with the Owner, supply the Prevailing Wage Coordinator for the 
Owner a schedule of the dates on which he is required to pay wages to employees.  He shall also 
deliver to the Prevailing Wage Coordinator within three weeks after each pay date, a certified copy 
of his payroll which shall exhibit for each employee paid any wages, name, current address, social 
security number, number of hours worked each day of the pay period and the total for each week, 
hourly rate of pay, job classification, fringe payments, and deductions from wages.  The 
certification of each payroll shall be executed by the Contractor, Subcontractor, or duly appointed 
agent thereof and shall recite that the payroll is correct and complete and that the wage rate shown 
is not less that those required by the contract. 

In case the Owner orders the Contractor to perform extra or additional work which may make it 
necessary for the Contractor or any Subcontractor under this contract to employ a person not herein 
specified, the Contractor will include in the contract change order for such extra or additional 
work, a minimum wage rate for such trade or occupation, and insofar as such extra or additional 
work is concerned, there shall be paid to each employee engaged in work of such trade or 
occupation, not less than the wage so included.  Insofar as possible, local labor shall be employed 
on this work. 

 
25. Laws and Regulations: The bidder’s attention is directed to the fact that all applicable 
State laws, municipal ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities have jurisdiction 
over construction of the project shall apply to the contract throughout, and they will be deemed to 
be included in the contract the same as though herein written out in full.

b. Exercise every precaution at all times for the prevention of accidents and the protection 
of persons (including employees) and property. 

c. Maintain at his/her office or other well-known place at the job site, all articles necessary 
for giving first aid to the injured and shall make standing arrangements for the 
immediate removal to a hospital or doctor's care of persons (including employees) who 
may be injured at the job site.  In no case shall employees be permitted to work at a job 
site before the employer has made a standing arrangement for removal of injured 
persons to a hospital or a doctor's care. 

 
28. Examination of Site:  Each bidder shall and is hereby directed to inspect the entire site of the 
proposed work and judge for him/herself as to all the circumstances affecting the cost and progress 
of the work and shall assume all patent and latent risks in connection therewith. 
 
29. Soil Conditions:  Subject to the convenience of the Owner, prospective bidders will be 
permitted to explore the site by making borings or digging test pits.  In such event, the work shall be 
done at the sole expense and risk of the bidder, and he/she shall maintain and restore the site to original 
condition. The Owner does not guarantee the accuracy of any information or samples which it may 
have obtained from test borings or otherwise as to the kind or condition of the soil that may be 
encountered in the prosecution of the proposed work, neither does the Owner represent that the plans 
and specifications drawn are based upon any data so obtained.  The Owner does not make any 
representation as to the soil which may be encountered or of soil or water which underlies the work 
or is adjacent thereto, including any difficulties that may be due to quicksand, or other unfavorable 
conditions that may be encountered in the work, whether apparent upon surface inspection or 
disclosed in the process of carrying forward the work 
 
30. Permits: Contractor shall keep a copy of all permits at the project site throughout the 
duration of the work. The permits required for the work, the permit holder, and the entity paying 
for the permit is outlined below. All obtained permits acquired to date are included in SECTION 
00 70 20. 

 
31. Maintenance of Rights-Of-Way:  All construction as proposed along all City, Township, 
County, State and Federal roads including storage and stockpiling of materials, is to be conducted 
within the limits of the public right-of-way.  Bracing sheeting and shoring shall be used to keep all 
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construction work within the construction limits unless work agreements are secured from the 
adjacent property Owners.  It is the Contractor's responsibility to secure these work agreements, if 
deemed necessary.  Copies of the work agreements shall be delivered to the Engineer and Owner prior 
to any work beginning on the affected property. 

 
32. Lights, Signs and Barricades:  Lights, signs and barricades shall be used to maintain traffic 
and safety for vehicular and pedestrian traffic during the course of this contract and shall be the sole 
responsibility of the Contractor. 

 
33. Subcontracts: Contractor shall provide upon request of the Owner a list of all 
subcontractors intended to be used in performance of the work.  In the event the Owner does not 
object, Contractor may have such work performed by a subcontractor.  Contractor shall bind every 
subcontractor to, and every subcontractor must agree to be bound by the terms of the Agreement, 
as far as applicable to the subcontractor's work particularly pertaining to Prevailing Wages and 
EEO requirements. Nothing contained in the Agreement shall create any contractual relationship 
between any subcontractor and Owner, nor create any obligations on the part of the Owner to pay 
or see to the payment of any sums to any subcontractor. 

 
34. Subletting of Contract: The Contractor shall not sublet, sell, transfer, or assign any 
portion of the contract without written consent of the Owner of his designated agent.  When such 
consent is given, the Contractor will be permitted to sublet a portion thereof, but shall perform 
with his own organization, work amounting to no less than fifty percent of the total contract cost, 
except that any time designated in the contract before computing the amount of work required to 
be performed by the Contractor with his own organization, no subcontract, or transfer of contract, 
shall in any way release the Contractor of his liability under the contract and bonds. 

 
35. CONFIDENTIAL DOCUMENTS & INFORMATION: Do not submit confidential 
documents or documents of any type that contain trade secrets. All materials submitted 
become public records once opened and may be copied upon request to anybody including 
competitive bidders.

SECTION 00 80 10 
SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS  

 
PART 1 GENERAL 

1.1 GENERAL 

A. These Supplementary Conditions shall modify and supplement the Standard 
General Conditions of the Construction Contract (Section 00 70 30, EJCDC C-
700), and shall govern whenever they conflict.  All provisions which are not so 
amended or supplemented remain in full force and effect.   

1.2 MODIFICATIONS TO ARTICLES OF THE GENERAL CONDITIONS 

A. ARTICLE 1 – DEFINITIONS 

1. Paragraph 1.01.A.19 is supplemented with the following:  Where the term 
“Engineer” is used in the Specification for the approval of materials or 
work, it shall be understood to mean Warren County Water & Sewer.  
Contractor acknowledges that Engineer is a full-time employee appointed 
by Owner, and Engineer is not an independent third party, rather is a 
department of the governmental entity of Owner (Warren County Board of 
Commissioners) a political subdivision of Ohio. 

2. Paragraph 1.01.A.29 is supplemented with the following:  Whenever the 
term “Owner” is used in the Contract Documents, it shall refer to Warren 
County Board of Commissioners on behalf of Warren County Water &

$5,000,000  Each Occurrence 
$5,000,000 Aggregate 

The Umbrella or Excess Policy shall be following the form of: 

a. Any Additional Insured under primary policy. 
b. Per project and per location aggregates. 
c. Explosion, Collapse, or Underground Hazards 
d. Stop-Gap Liability 
e. Waiver of Subrogation against Owner. 
f. Watercraft (when employed to perform the work). 
g. Aircraft (when employed to perform the work). 
h. 60-Day Notice of Cancellation or material change. 

 

4. Paragraph 5.06 – Property Insurance – shall be DELETED in its entirety. 



 

D. ARTICLE 6 – CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

1. Paragraph 6.01.A – After the first sentence add:  “Contractor’s Work shall 
be performed according to the standards of care normally exercised by 
construction organizations within Ohio that are engaged in performing 
comparable services devoting such attention thereto and applying such 
skills as may be necessary to perform the work in accordance with the 
Contract Documents.” 

2. Paragraph 6.02.C – Add a new paragraph as follows: 

“C. If the Contractor does not perform the work in accordance with the 
Contractor’s construction schedule and the project construction 
schedule, and it becomes apparent that the work may not be 
completed within the contract times, the Contractor shall, at no 
additional cost to the Owner, as necessary to improve the 
Contractor’s progress: (a) increase the number of employees in 
such crafts as will regain lost scheduled progress; and (b) increase 
the number of working hours per shift, shifts per work day, 
working days per week, the amount of equipment, or any 
combination of the foregoing measures to regain lost scheduled 
progress.  Contractor shall furnish such employees, materials, 
facilities, and equipment, and shall work such hours, including 
extra shifts, overtime operations, and Sundays and holidays, as 
may be necessary to insure the prosecution and completion of the 
work in accordance with the Contractor’s construction schedule 
and the project construction schedule.” 

3. Paragraph 6.02.D – Add a new paragraph as follows: 

“D.   Contractor shall at all times maintain good discipline and order at 
the site.  The Contractor shall not permit employment of unfit 
persons or persons not skilled in tasks assigned to them.  If the 
Owner deems any employee of the Contractor or a subcontractor 
unsatisfactory, the Contractor must transfer or require its 
subcontractor to transfer such employee from the project 
immediately.” 

4. Paragraph 6.05(E)  - shall be deleted. 
 

5. Paragraph 6.08 – Replace this Paragraph with the following: 

“A.   Permit requirements are specified in Section 0020 00 – 
INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS, and 00 70 20 – PERMITS.   

6. Paragraph 6.10 – Taxes, is amended as follows: 

“A. OWNER, being a public body, is exempt from taxes on material 
incorporated into the work.  CONTRACTOR, therefore, is not 



 

required to pay such materials taxes.  The OWNER will provide 
the tax exemption forms.  These forms are to contain all necessary 
information required by the State.  CONTRACTOR shall be 
responsible for payment of any applicable commercial activity tax. 

B. Owner’s exemption does not apply to construction tools, 
machinery, equipment, or other property purchased by or leased by 
Contractor, or to supplies or materials not incorporated to the 
Work. 

C. Contractor is specifically required to abide by all local tax 
requirements, if any, including income tax requirements to 
withhold at source.  Contractor acknowledges that the Contract 
work may take place in various cities and taxing districts, and 
further acknowledges different tax burdens may be imposed by 
each.  Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold Owner 
harmless for any federal, state, or local tax liabilities incurred as a 
result of Contractor performing the Work.” 

6. Paragraphs 6.13 and 6.14 – Safety and Protection, are supplemented with 
the following: “All construction work under this Agreement is subject to 
Chapter XVII of Title 29, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 1926 
(formerly Chapter XVII of Title 29, Part 1518) titled, “Safety and Health 
Regulations for Construction” and subsequent amendments.” 

E. ARTICLE 9 – ENGINEER’S STATUS DURING CONSTRUCTION 

1. Paragraph 9.01 – Add the following sentence:  The parties acknowledge 
and agree that ENGINEER is a full-time employee of OWNER and is not an 
independent third party, however, ENGINEER shall perform any duties under this 
agreement in good faith and adhere to a standard of professional care and skill 
ordinarily used by members of the subject profession practicing under similar 
circumstances at the same time and in the same locality.  

F. ARTICLE 10 – CHANGES IN THE WORK; CLAIMS 

1. Paragraph 10.03.A.4 – Add the following paragraph: 

“4. In no event is the Contractor entitled to reserve any rights or take 
other similar action with respect to a change order if the effect or 
intent of such reservation or action would be to accommodate a 
further adjustment in the contract times, contract price, or both, 
after the Contractor executes the change order.  By executing a 
change order, the Contractor irrevocably certifies that the elements 
of the change order described are completely satisfied and waives 
all rights to seek further adjustment of the contract times, contract 
price, or both, at a later date with respect to the associated change 
in the work.” 



 

E. ARTICLE 11 – COST OF THE WORK; ALLOWANCES; UNIT PRICE WORK 

1.        Paragraph 11.01(A)(3) – Amend the Second Sentence as follows:  
DELETE the phrase “If required by Owner”.  Add Sentence OWNER requires 
CONTRACTOR to competitively bid work from subcontractors. 

2.            Paragraph 11.01(D) Add the following Sentence: This agreement shall 
be subject to open book pricing, CONTRACTOR shall make any all bids, 
invoices, receipts, any and all documentation for expenses and costs available for 
inspection by OWNER immediately upon request. 

Paragraph 11.01.B.1 – Add project manager and project executive to the list of 
excluded compensation and payroll costs. 

E. ARTICLE 12 – CHANGE OF CONTRACT PRICE, CHANGE OF CONTRACT 
TIMES 

1. Paragraph 12.01.C.2.e – Add the following to the end of paragraph 
12.01.C.2.e: “Any change that results in a net decrease in cost shall 
include the appropriate overhead and profit added thereto calculated as set 
forth in ARTICLE 12 of the General Conditions.” 

2. Paragraph 12.01.D – Insert new paragraph as follows:  “D.  In no event 
shall Contractor be entitled to any increase in the Contract Price on 
account of any adverse weather.” 

3. Paragraph 12.02.B – Replace Paragraph 12.02.B with the following:  

“B. If the Contractor wishes to make a claim for an increase in contract 
times, prompt written notice as provided herein shall be given.  The 
Contractor’s claim shall include an estimate of cost and of probable effect 
of delay on progress of the work, a detailed schedule which identifies the 
critical portions of the work impacted by the delaying event and the dates 
of such impact, and a statement from Contractor that the increase 
requested is the entire increase in the contract time associated with the 
claim.  The failure to provide such information and statement within the 
time period established in Paragraph 10.05.B shall constitute an 
irrevocable waiver of the claim.  In the case of a continuing delay 
occurring on consecutive days, only one claim is necessary, provided, 
however, that within ten (10) days of the cessation of the cause of the 
continuing delay, the Contractor shall notify the Owner in writing that the 
cause of the delay has ceased.  The failure to give notice of the cessation 
of the cause of the continuing delay shall constitute an irrevocable waiver 
of any claim based upon the continuing delay.” 

4. Add the following paragraph as Paragraph 12.02.C: 

“In addition to the requirements of Paragraph 12.02.B, if adverse weather 
conditions are the basis for a claim for additional time, the contractor shall 



 

support such claim with data acceptable to the Owner and Engineer that 
substantiates that weather conditions were significantly abnormal for the 
period of time and could not have reasonably been anticipated and that 
weather conditions had an adverse effect on a critical element of the 
scheduled construction.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of the 
Contract Documents to the contrary, the project times will not be adjusted 
on account of the impact of a normal adverse weather or any of the work 
or on account of the impact of any abnormal adverse weather on non-
critical elements of the work.  The support for the evaluation of all 
adverse-weather claims resulting in lost workdays shall be based upon 
criteria as provided for in the State of Ohio Department of Transportation 
(ODOT) Construction and Material Specifications dated January 1, 2013.  
ODOT Specification 108.06.C lists the number of days that the Contractor 
may expect to be lost due to weather as follows:

5. Paragraph 12.03.F – Add new paragraph as follows: 

“F.  Any proposed time extensions for delays requested because of 
abnormal weather conditions shall be subject to Paragraph 12.02.C.” 

6. Paragraph 12.03.G. – Add new paragraph as follows: 

“G.  Delays beyond  the substantial completion date attributable to and 
within the control of the Contractor, their Subcontractor, or Supplier shall 
be subject to liquidated damages in the amounts specified in SECTION 00 
60 10 – CONTRACT.” 

F. ARTICLE 15 – SUSPENSION OF WORK AND TERMINATION 



 

1. Paragraph 15.01.A. – Delete the sentence that states: “Contractor shall be 
granted an adjustment in the Contract Price or an extension of the Contract Times, 
or both directly attributable to any suck suspension if Contractor makes a Claim 
therefor as provided in Paragraph 10.05. 

REPLACE the above sentence with the following:  Contractor shall be granted an 
extension of the Contract Times directly attributable to any such suspension if 
Contractor makes a Claim therefor as provided in Paragraph 10.05. 

2. Paragraph 15.03.A(3) – shall be DELETED in its entirety. 

G. ARTICLE 14 – PAYMENT TO CONTRACTOR AND COMPLETION 

1. Add new Paragraph 14.02.A.4 as follows: 

“4.  In accordance with ORC Section 153.12 partial payments to the 
Contractor for labor performed under either a unit or lump sum price 
contract shall be made at the rate of ninety-two per cent of the estimates 
prepared by the Contractor and approved by the Engineer.   All labor 
performed after the job is fifty percent completed shall be paid for at the 
rate of one hundred per cent of the estimates submitted by the Contractor 
and approved by the Engineer.  A Contract shall be considered 50 percent 
complete when the Contractor has been paid an amount equal to 50 
percent of the total cost of the labor of the Contract and 50 percent of the 
total cost of the material of the Contract. 

All materials furnished and delivered but not actually included in the 
construction and approved by the Owner, after the work under this 
contract is 50 percent complete, shall be paid for at the rate of 92 percent 
of the invoiced value of the materials.  The balance of such estimates shall 
be paid when the material is incorporated into and becomes a part of the 
building construction.   

When the major portion of the project is substantially completed and 
occupied, or in use, or otherwise accepted, and there exists no other reason 
to withhold retainage, the retained percentages held in connection with 
such portion shall be released and paid to the contractor, withholding only 
that amount necessary to assure completion. 

All retained payments shall be deposited into an escrow account at the 1st 
National Bank, 1160 E. Main Street, Lebanon Ohio (513) 932-3221, 
Contact: Gail Haines.  The Contractor may waive their right to deposit the 
payments in an escrow account by written request to the Owner.  Retained 
payments not deposited into an escrow account will be held by the Owner 
for future payment to the Contractor.” 

2. Amend Paragraph 14.02.C to read:  “Thirty days after presentation ……” 

G. ARTICLE 16 – DISPUTE RESOLUTION 



 

1. Delete Paragraphs 16.01.A, 16.01.B, and 16.01.C and replace with the 
following: 

“1.  This Contract shall be construed under the laws of the State of Ohio, 
and the parties hereby stipulate to the venue for any and all claims, 
disputes, interpretations, litigation of any kind arising out of this Contract 
being exclusively in the Warren County, Ohio Court of Common Pleas 
(unless both parties mutually agree in writing to alternate dispute 
resolution), as well as waiving any right to bring or remove such matters 
in or to any other state or federal court.”
